However, this was due to a particularly large expenditure on ground equipment in 2010 of £5,698 which was considerably more than the average spend which is normally in the region of £2,500. Taking this into account, the financial performance of the club in 2010 was actually strong with good revenue coming from subscriptions and donations and the various social events held during the year. The meeting thanked Peter for his report and the accounts were approved.
